Meet Membership Chairman Paul Schmidt!  
How long have you been a leader and why did you choose to be one?  
I joined the leader ranks in March 2007. I took on the Membership Chair position because I 
believe in the values of scouting and wanted to promote them. I also wanted to help bolster 
our membership. We currently have 76 cub scouts, down from 90 in September 2004 and up 
from 59 in May 2007. 
What is the most interesting thing about scouting?  
How my view of scouting has changed. As a kid, I thought scouting was all about 
competition among boys and I really did not like it. Now I understand scouting promotes 
respect, high self-esteem, citizenship, cooperation, leadership, selflessness and skills learned by 
participating in a den, pack and individual activities.

Done correctly, scouting is about having fun (only your parents and leaders will know what is being 
taught and instilled in you along the way).  If  you are not having fun, tell your parents or Den 
leader. One role of a leader and parent is to teach respect by demonstrating respect. Being a scout is 
about having fun and finding the confidence to speak up if/as needed.
