ULTIMATE  OUTDOORSMAN  BADGE

1.   Achieve the minimum rank of Star


(all work on this badge may begin as soon as the participant joins the Boy Scout Troop, unless 
otherwise noted)

2.   50 days and nights of camping -all in a tent or under the stars.  All campouts, in this category, must be BSA 
sanctioned - ie. troop outing, Order of the Arrow, high adventure, etc. 

3.   Earn the following BSA merit badges:


a.  Camping


b.  Cooking


c.  Pioneering


d.  Wilderness Survival


e.  Orienteering


F.  Weather

4.   Build a fire - (must be done without assistance)


a.  prepare the fire location


b.  adhere to all fire safety rules


c.  use only natural materials located in the area


d.  cannot use a match or lighter for spark

5.   Complete one of the following:


a.  Complete a Wilderness First Aid program


B.  Complete an advanced first aid course (equal to Wilderness First Aid), to be presented and tested 


by Troop 43 approved medical persons

6.   Winter Camping Experience:


a.  must be at least a First Class Scout for this portion


b.    must transport (by back, sled, etc) all equipment needed for out-of-door experience (ie 



food, clothing, etc.) for a minimum of ½ mile, one way.


c.  must prepare three cooked meals in the out of doors


d.  must camp in the out-of doors in temperatures of below 32 degrees; the entire camping 
experience needs to be spent outdoors for at least a 24-hour period of time; 



temperature must  reach 15 degrees or below during the campout


e.  must build a shelter or hut and sleep in it

5.   Must complete 2 of the following:


(item c, d, & e can be can be a non-BSA activity, but must be approved by the Scoutmaster in advance of 
the event; completely documented by the participant; use the buddy system; and provide a letter of 
completion signed by the parent) 


a.  BSA sanctioned mile swim


b.  Complete one of the National High Adventure programs (Philmont, Seabase, Boundary Waters)


c.  25 mile backpack trek - including at least one night camping


d.  100 mile bicycle trip - including at least one night of camping


e.  Canoe trip including at least one night of camping and one portage
